A total of 84 new care places are spread 
over two full floors and a recessed top floor in generously proportioned, barrier-free single 
rooms, each with its own bathroom. Twenty-five of the rooms are fully wheelchair-accessible. 
Residents will be able to furnish some of the rooms themselves to create a private, homely 
atmosphere and add to the cosy comforts. On the ground floor, the friendly foyer with reception 
area and lounge extends a warm welcome to guests and residents alike. These are 
complemented by a restaurant with a full kitchen, a hairdressing salon and a chiropody service.
